(continued from inside)
revealed the world’s worst woe.

Zacharias further revealed the very
heart of true deliverance, saying
“That God would grant to us, that
we being delivered out of the hand
of our enemies might serve Him
without fear, in holiness and right-
eousness before Him all the days of
our life.” (Luke 1: 74, 75).

So, what is man’s worst woe?
Gabriel said the Messiah Saviour
would be named “Jesus” (meaning
“Saviour”) “for He shall save His
people from their sins.” Sin is the
world’s worst woe. God’s great
deliverance for us is a deliverance
from sin, and it brings holiness and
righteousness, as Zacharias said. This
puts the very life, power and mind
of God into all we are and all we do.

This deliverance is to be
ongoing until we enter heaven.
Zacharias described the duration of
God’s Great Gift of Christmas,
saying “all the days of our life.”

Don’t miss this one critical point
in two words of Zacharias: “before
Him!” God had told Abraham:
“Walk before Me and be perfect.” -
(Genesis 17:1). Even earlier, “Enoch
walked with _God” and “God took
him” without Enoch dying. (Gen.
5:24; Heb. 11:5). Victory over man’s
worst enemy comes only by God’s
only promised Saviour: the Christ of
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us in our own day. Kin

Christmas. They looked forward to
His coming and gift of salvation. We
look back that He came. But both they
and we “look and live,” as Hebrews
11 says, by a faith that obeys God.
God requires this in order to receive
such an undeserved, yet free Gift of
Supreme Love; this infinitely
indescribable Gift! ( 2 Cor. 9: 15).

HOW CAN THERE )/
BE PEACE ON
EARTH?

This question was
rightly asked by a God- ~ ¥
chosen leader who fiercely

God can lift anybody, if they
will humble themselves and come
to Him, truly repent, believe and
receive His free gift as so perfectly
shown on that first Christmas!

THE CHRISTMAS PALACE

London’s Crystal Palace was
built in 1850-51 in Hyde Park to
house a world exhibition. The vast
construction, made of glass and iron,
was later moved to another location.

GOD’S Crystal Palace was a
manger; a feeding trough for animals.
It was located, not in a huge famous
park in a world-renown city, but in
small, despised Bethlehem. It housed
The World’s Greatest Exhibition...
ever! God’s Great Exhibition, “Part
Two,” was on the despised Cross.

or His Cross...have moved.

God’s Christmas Palace was
see-through like glass and He
demands total transparency from
us if we truly want to know Him.
God is never fooled by man’s
darkened glass of deception.

God’s Christmas Palace in Beth-
lehem was clearer than crystal and
stronger than iron. The strength and
transparency of God comes to every
believer and receiver of the Christ
of the Christmas Crystal Palace.

For that first Christmas, Gabriel
the Angel told Mary that her elderly
cousin Elisabeth, was supernatu-
rally 6 months pregnant.
